It’s that time of year again for our Robinson Riptides to show off their many talents!  The talent show 
will be held on Saturday, May 15th at 6:00 p.m. at the Mira Costa High School auditorium with a 
mandatory dress rehearsal on Tuesday, May 11th.     
 
Please return the attached sign-up sheet to the office no later than Friday, March 26th.  If you miss 
this deadline, you will not be able to participate in the show.   
 
Talent Show Procedures    
 

Parents, please respect these talent show rules.  For the benefit of all of the involved families, 
K-Fifth grade, please use discretion in selecting songs.  Please review your child’s act before 
attending the rehearsal to make certain that it is appropriate for an elementary school 
audience.     
 
In order for a talent show entry form to be accepted, it must describe the song or act to be performed 
and it must have the lyrics attached.  Repeat acts from previous years are strongly discouraged.  Acts 
will be accepted on a first come, first served basis.  Should there be several groups interested in 
performing the identical act or song, the first group to sign-up will be allowed to perform the song.  
Due to this possibility, any act performing a popular song or act should have a backup in mind should 
that song/act be already chosen.   
 
The talent show committee would like to stress originality.  Popular acts include comedy, instrumental 
music, Broadway or television skits, or traditional plays.  If your group needs assistance, scenes and 
monologues are available in the Robinson Library.    
 
The following points are important to remember: 
  

1. K-4th grade students are limited to only one act.  5th grade students may participate in two 
acts but not two solo acts.   

 
2. All songs are subject to approval and must adhere to strict family friendly content 

guidelines.  This includes lyrics, implied lyrics, dance movements, and appropriate 
dress/costumes.   

 
3. All acts are limited to two minutes and each performing group is responsible for their own 

music on a CD, props, and a poster board.  All acts are responsible for cutting their own music 
to two minutes.  This can be easily done on i-Tunes.  CDs and poster boards are due in the 
office on Friday, May 7th.  

 
4. Each act must have an adult sponsor who is responsible for arranging and supervising 

rehearsals, appropriateness of music and dress, preparedness and for the behavior of the 
members of the act.  For large group acts, more than one sponsor may be necessary.

Household Hazardous Waste (HHW) Round-Up on Saturday, March 20th.  Many 
items are too toxic to place in your trash can and must be disposed of as 
hazardous waste.  •• 

What Materials Are Accepted? •Hazardous Waste (HHW), Electronic Waste (E-
Waste), Universal Waste (U-Waste), Medicines:•All types of paints, 
stains/varnishes, solvents, glues, antifreeze, used motor oil and 
filters, transmission fluid, coolants, batteries, lighter fluid, acids, 
pesticides, household cleaners, pool chemicals, CRT's (computer 
monitors), old TVs, compact fluorescent tubes and bulbs, thermostats and 
other mercury-containing lamps, batteries, Sharps and medicines. •• 

DO NOT BRING:• Business waste, explosives, ammunition and radioactive 
materials, trash, tires, controlled substances, and white goods such as 
refrigerators, stoves and washing machines.  White goods can be picked up 
by Waste Management from your home (call (310) 830-7100 to schedule a 
pickup).••Be Sure That: 

• The containers are not leaking. 
• You DO NOT mix hazardous waste. 
• The contents of the containers are the same as stated on the label. 
• You do not bring items during rain as the collection is suspended 

during that time. 
• Not more than 15 gallons of paint or 125 pounds of hazardous waste are 

brought to each visit. 
• You bring a valid form of identification such as a California drivers 

license or California I.D.
